Still eight months to go before the start of the second edition of SICAM - International Exhibition for Components, Semifinished Products and Accessories for the Furniture Industry - to be held in Pordenone, on 20th-23rd October 2010 – and the data already proves that it will be a great event. 2011: THE DATES FOR THE THIRD EDITION 

The organizers have already announced Wednesday, 19th to Saturday, 22nd October as the dates for 2011. “We want to contribute to the success of our exhibitors – was the comment of the fair’s organizer, Carlo Gobbi – bringing ahead a very clear project. Some of them wish to exhibit their products in fairs addressing diverse sectors of the furniture industry. Starting from 2011, these faires will take place in October. We have retained it as our obligation to choose a location that would allow them to pursue their selected strategies, in a spirit of absolute cooperation”.
